Plumb Lane.

1985:  Club changes name to Boys & Girls Club of Truckee Meadows 
 
1998:  Reviglio Teen Center opens, giving dedicated programming space to the teen 
population of the Club 
 
1999:  Collaboration with TMCC is formed;  drop in center is opened on campus for 
members whose parents are attending night classes at the college. 
 
May, 2001:  Neil Road Youth Site Opens in collaboration with City of Reno Parks &

August, 2002:  Donald W. Reynolds Foundation awards Club $6.1 million to expand 
East Ninth Street Facility 
 
2003:  Construction begins on new Donald W. Reynolds Facility 
 
2003:  Site at Rollan Melton Elementary School opens 
 
2004:  Site at Sun Valley Elementary School opens 
 
September, 2004:  80,000 square foot Donald W. Reynolds Facility opens on E. Ninth 
Street 
 
September, 2005:  Site at Lois Allen Elementary School opens 
 
June, 2006:  BGCTM forms collaboration with Cottonwood Apartments (HUD Housing 
Development) for new site on Grove Street in Reno
